The Etiology, Epidemiology, and Prevention of Autism: Research Findings

The number of persons receiving services for autism spectrum disorders (ASD) has increased dramatically in the last two
decades. The complex nature of ASD and the lack of genetic or biologic markers for early and consistent identification present
unique challenges for epidemiologic investigations. The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) established
the Autism and Developmental Disabilities Monitoring (ADDM) Network in an effort to improve understanding of the
prevalence, population characteristics, and public health importance of ASD. This session will provide an overview of current
knowledge and promising areas of investigation regarding etiologic and epidemiologic factors, prevention strategies, and
other efforts to address the growing public health concern over ASD. The second half of the session further highlights the
concept of ‘autisms’ and will provide an overview of current autism brain pathology findings and new promising areas of
research using donated brain tissue.
